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LOCAL VETERINARY SPOTLIGHT

Pet hospital, animal orphanage
join forces to find good homes

When you pass by the
bubble-gum pink, Spanish-
style building on East North-
west Highway, you may think,
as [ have for years, “What an
unexpected look for a veteri-
nary hospital.”

As you read on, you will
learn that the unexpected also
goes on inside. Not only is East
Lake Pet Hospital a full service
veterinary practice with eight
DVMs on staff, but miracles
happen in there, too.

Karen Fling knew in sec-
ond grade that she wanted to
be a veterinarian some day. So,
along with many future Texas
veterinarians, she graduated
from Texas A & M, in College
Station.

After graduation, Dr. Fling
started a veterinary practice.

A few years later, in 1987, she
took a great risk when she took
the site of an old pizza restau-
rant on Northwest Highway
and converted it to a state-of-
the-art animal clinic.

Today, East Lake Pet
Hospital has grown to one of
the most successful practices
in Dallas, with eight DVMs
on staff and a caring, devoted
staff, including Dr. Fling.

But also housed at this
address is the East Lake Pet
Orphanage (ELPO), which Dr.
Fling founded in 1999. And
it calls on the sweat and tears
of a cadre of volunteers, all
animal lovers who want to do
everything they can to save
animals from harsh realities of
being alone and lost, abused,
sick or hurt or just unwanted,
then euthanized.

According to the Ameri-
can Humane Association, an
estimated 9.6 million animals
are euthanized in the United
States every year. The major-
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ity of these are euthanized

at animal shelters, typically
after a standard period of time
ranging from several days to
several weeks for unclaimed
stray animals.

In Dallas, eight out of ten
homeless pets are euthanized.
This equals around 20,000
annually.

East Lake Pet Orphan-
age was founded as a rescue
and no-kill facility, committed
to rehabilitating animals and
finding them suitable homes.
But of course, as a non-profit
organization, funding is cru-
cial. It is costly even to care for
a healthy animal during its stay
until a suitable family adopts it.
Special events and estate sales
raise funds to support the or-
ganization. Upcoming off-site
adoptions featuring East Lake
orphans include:

international art in everyone’s
price range.

Historic Deep Ellum was
founded in 1873, and for more
than 100 years, it has been the
“Mecca of Art and Music” for
Texas. From its birth as a ware-
house district in the late 1800s
to it emergence in the 1920s
as a jazz and blues hotspot for
the South, the neighborhood
has grown and matured into a
unique cultural arts district.

The art in Deep Ellum is
as diverse as the community
itself. DEEP Art Walk encour-
ages the diverse crowds in the
neighborhood to partake in the
growing art culture.

From classic to modern,
including mediums of paint-
ings, photography, pottery,
sculptures and performance
arts, people attending the
art walk will experience the

background of the community
that makes the neighborhood
unique. This is one of the only
events where one can truly
walk to more galleries in one
evening than most go toin a
year.

Dining is fun, too. In
Exposition Park, you will find
one of Draft Magazine’s top
200 Bars in the country. And
for a bite to eat, Deep Ellum is
home to a wide range of dining
options from great burgers (one
of Texas Monthly’s “50 Best
Burgers in Texas” is in Deep
Ellum), soul food and Cow-
boy cuisine to fine American
and Asian restaurants. The
members of DEEP organize,
promote and guide the success
of the event on behalf of the
talented artists who work and
live in Deep Ellum.

It’s an opportunity for par-
ents and kids to be entertained
while visiting some of the East
Lake adoptees.

Fair will be held at East Lake.
Contributors can participate as
vendors or sponsors alongside
various Dallas adoption agen-
cies.

This is a free, fun event
for the whole family, including
food, games, a silent auc-
tion, teddy bear surgery, and
a bounce house for the kids.

East Lake Pet Orphanage,
in its usual operations, sales
and events, along with Second
Chance Treasures, utilize the
help of 50-75 volunteers, and
800-1100 volunteer hours per
month.

According to Dr. Fling,
“We like to think of ourselves
as the voices of the stray,
abused and forgotten animals
who need attention and love.
Some of them need more than
others.”

When asked if she and
the staff and volunteers ever
get attached to an animal that
they have a hard time parting
with, Dr. Fling said through
teary eyes: ‘“Pretty much every
day. Yes. Just about every
day.” This is one vet with an
enormous heart and matching
determination.
